6. What is the tone of the story? Hint: Consider how the author feels about the situation/society/people in his story. Consider the purpose of the story. 

7. What are some of the themes in the story? What central motifs appear throughout the story? Provide examples to support 
8. What language (diction, imagery) or techniques (symbolism, hyperbole, allusion, foreshadowing, irony, etc.) does the author use to develop his/her themes in the story? Select one or two and explain with direct examples from the text.
